This software has been designed to permit recording images of the interior of a machine, 
facility or building, which cannot be observed directly from the exterior, using Evident industrial 
endoscope to display the observed images and measurement results on the PC screen, create 
reports of recorded still images and perform re-measurements.

Instruction manual

Before using the software, be sure to carefully read this instruction manual, the software license 
agreement, the instruction manual for Evident industrial endoscope to be used and instruction 
manuals for your PC and OS.

This software can create the report files of only images recorded using following products.

In order to create the report files, the report environment files and report templates are required.

Measurement accuracy

As the stereo measurement function of this software utilizes image processing, the measure-
ment accuracy is affected by the quality of the image used. Since the image quality is variable 
depending on the surface conditions of the measurement target and on the imaging conditions 
such as the brightness, Evident does not guarantee the accuracy of the results obtained with this 
measurement. Each customer is requested to obtain the measurement accuracy by repeating 
testing, etc. To obtain the more accurate results from the measurements using Evident industrial 
endoscope, it is recommended to perform measurements using several images captured from 
various angles.

 2-2  To view the folder hierarchy

To view the files on a drive or in a folder in the file list area and file thumbnail area, click the drive 
or folder name in the folder tree area.
Subfolders are displayed in the folder thumbnail area. Alternately, clicking the plus (+) symbol on 
the left of the folder name in the folder tree area or double clicking the folder name displays the 
subfolders.
The boundary lines delimiting the folder tree area, folder thumbnail area and file thumbnail area 
can be moved by dragging them.
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2-3  To select multiple files

To select multiple files that are listed consecutively in the file list area or file thumbnail area, click 
the first file in the sequence, press and hold down the [Shift] key, and then click the last file. To 
select multiple files that are not consecutive, press and hold down the [Ctrl] key, and then click 
each file.
To select all files in the selected folder, click [Select All] in the [Edit] menu.

2-4  To view a still image

After selecting the desired file in the file list area or file thumbnail area, click [Open] in the [File] 

menu or click the [Open] button  on the toolbar, or simply press the [Enter] key. If the selected 
file is a still image file that can be viewed with this software, the Image window opens showing 
the still image. If the Image window has already been opened, the still image is displayed in the 
existing window.
A still image can also be displayed by double-clicking the filename you want to open.

2-5  To play a movie

After selecting the desired movie file in the file list area or file thumbnail area, open the [File] 

menu and click [Open], or click the [Open] button  on the toolbar, or press the [Enter] key. If 
the selected file is a movie file playable on the PC, a player such as the Windows Media Player 
is activated to play back the movie.
A movie can also be played back by double-clicking the desired movie file.

2-6  To play a sound file

After selecting the desired sound file in the file list area or file thumbnail area, click [Open] in the 

[File] menu or click the [Open] button  on the toolbar, or simply press the [Enter] key. If the 
PC is capable of playing back the sound file, the software such as Windows Media Player is 
activated automatically to play back the sound.
The sound can also be played back by double-clicking the desired sound file.
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2-7  To copy or move a file(s) or folder

Click the file or folder you want to copy or move.
Click [Copy] in the [Edit] menu or click the [Copy] button  in the toolbar. To move the item, click 
[Cut] in the [Edit] menu or click the [Cut] button  in the toolbar.
Open the folder or drive where you want to copy or move the item.
Click [Paste] in the [Edit] menu or click the [Paste] button  in the toolbar.
You can copy or move multiple files or folders at the same time.

2-8  To drag & drop a file

In the file list area or file thumbnail area, point the file you want to drag & drop with the mouse, 
and drag & drop the file into the destination folder in the folder tree area. If the destination folder 
is located on the same drive as the file, the file will be moved to the destination folder. If the desti-
nation folder is located on a different drive, the file will be copied instead of being moved.
If you want to copy the file to another folder in the same drive, press the [Ctrl] key and drag & 
drop while keeping the key pressed.
This software does not support the drag & drop operation while keeping the [Shift] key pressed.

2-9  To rename a file or folder

Click the file or folder you want to rename.
In the [File] menu, click [Rename].
Type the new name, and then press the [Enter] key.
The following characters cannot be used in the file names and folder names:

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 2-10  To create a new folder

 2-11  To delete a file(s) or folder

Click the drive or folder in which you want to create a new folder.
Click [New Folder] in the [File] menu or click the [New folder] button  in the toolbar.
The "New Folder" dialog box appears.

Type the name of the new folder in [Enter Folder Name] and click the [Create Folder] button.

Click the file or folder you want to delete.
Click [Delete] in the [File] menu or click the [Delete] button  in the toolbar, or simply press the 
[Del] key. The [Delete File] or [Delete Folder] confirmation message appears.
Click the [Yes] button to delete the file or folder.
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 2-12 To rename image files as a batch

Names of all still image files recorded using the Evident industrial endoscope and names of all 
movie files paired with such still images in the selected folder can be renamed as a batch ac-
cording to the specified rules.

Make following settings:

To change the folder in which the files are saved, select the [Browse] button.

To rename a subfolder you newly create, click the [Subfolder] text box and input texts.

To convert the file name using the title information attached to the still images, click the 
[Title] radio button under the Rename Format.

To convert the file name using “file name + a 5-digit sequential number”, click the [Se-
quence] radio button and input a file name in the text box.

When the setting is completed, click the [Start] button.

· As a new folder is created under the save destination folder you specified and you 
copy the files for renaming, the original files will not be renamed.

· To rename the file by replacing the blank in the title with the underscore (_), click the 
[Replace Blank to Underscore] check box to put a check mark. To rename the file 
without blank, click the check mark to remove the check mark.

 To convert a file name by title or sequential number
Open the folder that contains files you want to rename as a batch, and click the [Convert File-
name (Title, Sequence number)] in the [File] menu. Alternatively, right-click the folder and click the 
[Convert Filename (Title, Sequence number)].
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 To convert a file name by folder name
Open the folder that contains files you want to rename as a batch, and click the [Convert File-
name (Folder Name)] in the [File] menu. Alternatively, right-click the folder and click the [Convert 
Filename (Folder Name)].
The “Confirmation” dialog box appears. Clicking [Yes] renames the file to the name which is com-
posed of the selected folder name and a five digit sequential number. The file name containing 
the inspection results will be renamed to the name that is composed of the selected folder 
name, a five digit sequential number and a letter from A to D.

	· Names of still image files in the selected folder and names of movie files paired 
with those still images are converted directly. Files before conversion are not 
backed up.

2-13 To select how a thumbnail is displayed

The thumbnail display method can be switched among the normal view mode, expansion view 
mode or lower view mode.

Normal view mode
This mode allows you to browse all files and folders on the PC and the network.

Expansion view mode
This mode allows you to browse only still images recorded using the Evident industrial 
endoscope and display the file name, title, sequential number as well as the inspection results 
comments and the captured date.

Lower view mode
This mode, in addition to the contents in the expansion view mode, displays the check box 
to select whether to output the image in a report or not. This mode allows you to display still 
images only in the currently selected folder and folders directly beneath it. Because of this, the 
folder thumbnail area cannot be browsed. Putting a check mark in the check box selects the 
image to be output in a report.

To switch the view mode, click the [Normal View] button , [Expansion View] button , or 
[Lower View] button  in the view option area.
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2-14  To group images

The still images recorded using the Evident industrial endoscope can be grouped based on the 
shared information. You can group files displayed in the file list area or the file thumbnail area.
In the normal view mode or the expansion view mode, you can group the data by TITLE or DATE. 
In the lower view mode, you can group the data by ALL, NO MARK, A, B, C, or D in inspection 
results, or presence of a check mark (Add to report).
To group the data, click a folder and click the buttons in the view option area.

	· You can ungroup the grouped files in either of following methods.
	- Select a different folder in the folder tree area.
	- In the file search area, click the [Reset] button.
	- When in the normal view mode or the expansion view mode, select the lower 

view mode.
	- When in the lower view mode, select the normal view mode or the expansion 

view mode.

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2-15  To search images

The still images recorded using the Evident industrial endoscope can be searched.
Click the folder in the range you want to search in the folder tree area.  
The selected folder and its all subfolders will be searched.
Click the [Search] tab in the file list area to display the search criteria setup screen.
Set the search criteria:

To input the character string of a file name or folder name, click the [File or folder name] 
text box and input texts.

To input the character string contained in a file, click the [A word or phrase in the file] 
text box and input texts.

To make the title setting, select a title from the [Title] drop-down list and click the check 
box to put a check mark.

To specify the range of the captured date, click the calendar button  in the [from] and 
[to] date setting column to select the date in the calendar, and click the check box to 
put a check mark. The date can be directly inputted in the date setting column.

You can obtain the content of the drop-down list by clicking the [Search condition] button.
When the search criteria setup is completed, click the [Search] button. The search result will be 
displayed in the file thumbnail area and the file list area. The number of files in the search result 
is displayed in the view option area.
Click the [Reset] button to clear the search result. In addition, to cancel the search in the middle 
of the operation, click the [Stop] button.

	· An asterisk (*) can be used as a wild card that works as one or more characters.

You can change the inspection results, titles, sequential numbers and comments of the still im-
ages that were recorded using the Evident industrial endoscope.

Click the [Edit] button in the upper right area of the thumbnails in the file thumbnail area in the 
expansion view mode or the lower view mode, or right-click the still image and click [Edit Image 
Information].
The "Edit Image Information" dialog box appears.

 To modify results, titles or sequential numbers

Perform following operations.

Click the [Load CSV file] button to load the report environment file. Then, inspection 
results are displayed and the selections are added to the [Title] drop-down list.

To modify the inspection results, click the check box for A to D, or X to put a check mark.

To modify the title, select a title from the [Title] drop-down list.

To modify the sequential number, click the [Seq.No] text box to input 3 digit number.

When the modification is completed, click the [OK] button.

You can convert still images (BMP, JPEG, TIFF format) taken with a digital camera to the same 
format as still images recorded using the Evident industrial endoscope. 
The original file is not modified because the file is copied before being modified.
Loading the report environment file will set the title and the inspection result per each still image.
Perform following operations.

Copy the still image to be imported to the folder to be output in a report.

Select the folder in which the still image you want to import is stored and click the 
[IMPORT] button  in the view option area.

The “Import (Conversion of digital camera pictures)” dialog box appears.

3 -4	 If you click the [Output the specified character string] check box to put a check 
mark, the summary items of the report file are output using the texts described 
in the report environment file.

3 -5	 If you click the [Add the related movie file link] check box to put a check mark 
and specify the output destination of the movie file, the hyper link of the movie 
file paired with the still image file to output to the report will be appended.

	· If you click the [Insert no image display option] check box to remove the check 
mark, the information in the folder in which no still images are saved is not output 
on the page of the inspected image in the report file.

When the setting is completed, click the [Generate] button. Microsoft Word is activated to start 
creating a report file. The report creation progress dialog box appears while creating a report.
If you click the [Cancel] button at this point, you can cancel the creation of the report.
After the report file has been created, the generated report is displayed in Microsoft Word.

	· Microsoft Word is used to create a report file. If it is not installed, the report function 
is unavailable. See "7 Specifications" (page 66) for applicable versions of Microsoft 
Word.

	· When exiting Microsoft.Word,the message for confirming whether to save the tem-
plate file may appear. In this case, click the [No] button.

3-3  To perform stereo re-measurement

will open and you can perform the stereo re-measurement.

When the stereo measurement target image stored in a removable medium 
such as a CF card, USB memory or SD card is displayed, the medium should be 
kept connected until the stereo re-measurement completes.

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3-6  To save a screen

Click the [Screen capture] button  in the still image operation area. The “Save As” dialog box 
appears.

Specify the save destination location and input the filename. The file type is JPEG only.

Click the [Save] button in the dialog box. The displayed screen is saved as a JPEG format file.
